Good Water Trail (Crockett Garden & Falls
Section) in Georgetown Texas

Jan 13-15, 2012

to hike along a section of the Good Water Trail.

This is one of the longest trails in the Hill Country a 26
mile loop around Lake Georgetown.

Directions: From The Woodlands, go north on I45
towards Conroe, take the FM 1488 westbound exit, go
past one traffic light, proceed another ¾ mile or so to
sign on right side that says ‘Texas Forest Service
Conroe District Office,’ keep going another 100 yards
or so to parking lot on right side, turn right into parking
area. NOTE: Do not try to go to left side of FM1488
(So. Side of FM (1488) as that area is closed.

In conjunction with our January 5, 2012 meeting we
will view some gardens with plants conducive to
improving the habitat of our backyards for wildlife and
then we will follow with some hiking. The gardens are
close to the office. State Forester Jack Werner, who
will be the speaker at our monthly meeting about
attracting wildlife to our yards, is planning a short field
presentation for us.
